ISO/IEC 15288:2002 provides corporate/enterprise/project level system life cycle process descriptions.  In conjunction with the use of ISO/IEC 15288:2002, users are encouraged to refer to IEEE Std 1220:1998 – IEEE Standard for Application and Management of the Systems Engineering Process and ANSI/EIA 632:1998 – Processes for Engineering a System. These standards provide additional levels of detail that will help DoD activities perform required systems engineering tasks. 

IEEE Std 1220:1998 provides the next level of detail for design and control activities. ANSI/EIA – 632:1998 defines the "what to do" with respect to technical management processes for engineering a system as well as the processes for design and realization of the operational and life cycle service products that make up a system. 
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
