Simulation Based Acquisition Mandated for ACAT Programs  (Randy Zittel)

The new concept of Simulation Based Acquisition (SBA) is now mandated for all ACAT programs by all three DoD 5000 series documents. Its definition is moving forward as more and more acquisition programs are implementing the SBA principles. SBA is the robust and interactive use of M&S throughout the product life cycle. In simplest terms, SBA is collaborative acquisition through advancing use of information technologies, not just simulation technology.
